 The symptoms of HIV depends on the stage of infection starting with fever, 

headache, rash and sore throat to severe illness like tuberculosis, cancers as sarcoma, 

even mpox, hepatitis - B or  - C.  It can be detected only with WHO prequalified  tests 

with approved  testing strategy and algorithm.  

 But today the infection  is manageable chronic health infection. The fact that HIV  

has no complete  cure still stands as a question before the chemists. But today science 

has come to a stage where the patients are treated wit  antiretroviral therapy dose which 

can successfully stop the increase of virus through replication.  However the Global
