Lecturer in Political Science, SVGM Government Degree College, Kalyandurg  to give 

a guest lecture  on Misuse of Social media and Cyber Bullying to the I year students of 

the College.  Dr. K. Prabhakar Reddy, presided over the function.  

One in four Indian children were victims, according to a 2020 study conducted by the 

Indian Child Protection Fund (ICPF), with girls and LGBTQ+ adolescents being 

disproportionately impacted. According to the most recent data from the National Crime 

Records Bureau (NCRB), there were 50,000 instances of cybercrime in FY21, which is 

15% more than the previous year. 

There are significant psychological repercussions from cyberbullying. 

Depression, anxiety, social disengagement, and in severe situations, suicidal ideation are 

common among victims. To combat cybercrime, India has a number of regulations, such 

as the Information Technology Act of 2000 and its later revisions. The Supreme Court 

declared in 2015 that Section 66A of the IT Act violated free expression. Nonetheless, 

identity theft (66C) and the dissemination of pornographic content (67) could be used. 

Additional legislative provisions include criminal intimidation (503), defamation (499), 

criminal intimidation by anonymous speech (507), and protection of children (POCSO).
