The perspective of Indian Society can be understood on the basis of the characteristics —
segmental division of society, hierarchy, civil and religious disabilities and priviliges, lack of
unrestricted choice of occupation, restriction on food, drinks and social intercourse and endogamy. The
gamut of activities in the society are divided into religious, governance, maintenance and menial.
Religious activities are given the highest priority and the Brahmins were made responsible. The
governance comes the next management of state and defending the enemies from outside the ruling
land and kshatriyas were responsible. Managerial activities are for generation of sustenance in the
hands of Vyshyas and the menial activities which were integral part of society were assumed to be
the least prioritized and were carried out by Shudras. In the olden days the occupation was fixed by
heredity. Certain rules are imposed based on their caste in particular food and social intercourse which
still prevail in the Country. It imposes severe punishments to the family members where inter caste
marriage happens. Values provide some general rules and procedures to be followed with in the
family and outside. They provide general guidelines for behavior. The system has interrelated parts
which are interdependent.
