2025. The session was delivered by Dr. G. Obilesu, Lecturer in Commerce at SSS Government Degree 

College, Bhukkapatnam.  The objective of the programme is to give a comprehensive idea on Portfolio 

Management, balancing risk against performance  

Dr. Obilesu Sir provided a comprehensive overview of portfolio management, emphasizing its 

importance in personal and professional financial planning. He explained how an effectively managed 

portfolio can balance risks and returns according to the investor’s financial goals and risk appetite.  

Key Concepts Discussed:  

 Definition of Portfolio Management: The art and science of making decisions about investment 

mix and policy, matching investments to objectives, and balancing risk against performance.  

 Types of Portfolios: Aggressive, Defensive, Income, and Balanced portfolios.  

 Risk and Return: Understanding the trade-off between risk and return in investments.  

 Diversification: Importance of spreading investments across various asset classes to minimize 

risk.  

 Asset Allocation: Strategic distribution of investments across different asset categories like 

stocks, bonds, and real estate.  

 Portfolio Evaluation and Revision: Methods to assess portfolio performance and make 

necessary adjustments.  

 The lecture was highly interactive, with students engaging in discussions and raising insightful 

queries. Dr. Obilesu also shared real-world examples to illustrate portfolio strategies, enhancing 

the practical understanding of the concepts. 

The session concluded with a vote of thanks, appreciating Dr. Obilesu's valuable contribution and 

insightful interaction with the students.
