India's "GST 2.0" reforms, effective from September 22, 2025, represent a major overhaul of the tax 

system since its 2017 inception.Simplified Tax Structure.  

The previous four-tier system (5%, 12%, 18%, 28%) has been primarily consolidated into two main 

slabs. 0% (Nil): Essential food staples (UHT milk, paneer, Indian breads), life-saving medicines, most 

stationery items, and all individual health and life insurance premiums are now exempt. 5%: Many 

common essentials, personal care items (soaps, shampoos), agricultural machinery, and specific 

services (hotel stays up to ₹7,500/day, gyms, salons) have moved to this lower rate. 

18%: Most goods and services, including consumer durables (ACs, TVs, washing machines), 

automobiles (small cars, motorcycles ≤350cc), cement, and auto parts, are now in this standard slab. 

40%: A new, higher rate for luxury and sin goods (pan masala, aerated drinks, high-end cars, yachts, 

private  aircraft).

Drug abuse among children is a critical policy 

challenge, with 1.7% of adolescents using inhalants.
