Official ceremonies are held at major 

war memorials, including the National War Memorial and Amar Jawan Jyoti in New

The National Cadet Corps (NCC) primarily supports the Jal Jeevan Mission (JJM) 

through community service and awareness campaigns, rather than direct 

infrastructure development 

 The Jal Jeevan Mission (JJM), also known as "Har Ghar Jal," had achieved significant 

milestones in its mission to provide functional tap water to every rural household in 

India.  

At the start of the mission in 2019, only 3.23 crore (16.71%) rural households had tap 

water. By December 1, 2025, an additional 12.52 crore connections had been added. 

While the initial target year was 2024, the mission has been extended to December 

2028. This extension focuses on completing the remaining 3.69 crore households and 

ensuring the quality and maintenance of infrastructure. As an institutional progress, Tap 

water supply was ensured in over 9.23 lakh schools (89%) and 9.66 lakh Anganwadi 

centres. This involvement aims to leverage the large youth base of the NCC to create a 

mass movement (jan andolan) for water, making its conservation everyone's business
