The camp incorporates 

intense physical training (PT) and various activities like obstacle courses to assess the cadets' 

endurance, agility, and collaborative skills.   

Participants acquire practical expertise in skills such as reading maps, navigating at night, and 

rappelling.   Cadets adhere to the daily schedule of a typical Army unit, which encompasses drills, 

exercises, and sports activities. They may also visit the regiment to explore its history and traditions.

These institutions function at the local level, addressing concerns and 

delivering services from the village or ward up to the district level, featuring a three-tier system in rural 

areas (Gram Panchayat, Block/Taluka Panchayat, and Zila Panchayat) and various categories of 

municipalities in urban settings (Nagar Panchayats, Municipal Councils, and Municipal Corporations).

 The NCC unit of the College has conducted Kargil Vijay Diwas  - 2025. The objective of the 

programme is to remind  the students  and inspire them with  courage and supreme sacrifices of our 

Indian army during their fight for Kargil.  

The theme of this year is “ Honouring 26 years of Valour and Victory”                          

J. Venkata Krishnaiah, II B. Com., cadet spoke about the Grenadier Yogendra Singh 

Yadav  (Param Vir Chakra) He received the Param Vir Chakra at the youngest age ever. 

The highest military honour in India, the Param Vir Chakra, was given to Nayab 

Subedar Yogendra Singh Yadav in August 1999. He was also sent to seize three critical 

bunkers on Tiger Hill, which is a steep cliff that is around 16,500 feet high. He was a 

member of the Ghatak Platoon. He was using a rope to aid him climb when rocket fire 

from the hostile bunker began.  About four Pakistani soldiers were killed and the hostile 

fire was repelled when he crawled to the first enemy bunker and threw a grenade. The 

remainder of the Indian platoon was able to ascend the cliff wall as a result.   

Lakshmanna,  spoke about Lieutenant Balwan Singh - As part of a multi-pronged 

attack, Lieutenant Balwan Singh and his Ghatak Platoon were assigned to attack the 

Tiger Hill Top from the northeast on July 3, 1999. The path, which was snowbound and 

dotted with crevasses and sharp falls, was located at a height of 16,500 feet. In order to 

get to the specified spur, he led the crew and moved for more than 12 hours along an 

extremely challenging and dangerous route while being heavily shelled by artillery. 

Despite his severe injuries, Lt. Balwan Singh refused to leave the battle and went on to 

kill four enemy soldiers and encircle the enemy. The seizure of Tiger Hill was made 

possible in large part by his daring and courage. For his bravery and courage, he 

received the Maha Vir Chakra.
