The Prohibition of Child Marriage Act (PCMA), 2006, enacted by the Parliament of India,
replaced the earlier Child Marriage Restraint Act of 1929. It came into force on November 1, 2007,
with the primary objective of prohibiting the solemnisation of child marriages rather than merely
restraining them
The Prohibition of Child Marriage (Amendment) Bill, 2025, introduced in the Lok Sabha on July 7,
2025, proposes significant changes to the existing law. Key provisions include defining a child as any
person under 21 for both genders, making betrothals illegal, mandating strict reporting requirements
for suspected child marriages, and introducing enhanced and graded punishments, including higher
penalties if the child is under 14. The bill also proposes establishing Special Courts for faster trials,
creating a central reporting portal, appointing support persons for victims, and providing for interim
compensation; its provisions would override conflicting personal laws or customs.
